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1. The Low Emission Toolkit (V1.0)

1.1 
The low emission toolkit (“LET”) has a range of functionality designed to support the design, implementation and monitoring of interventions for reducing transport emissions. 

1.2 
The tool has undergone an intensive period of development, and initial testing indicates that it meets its design specification very well. None the less it is still a relatively unknown quantity and there are known limitations to usability, functionality and in the underlying datasets. 

1.3
The LES Partnership has initiated a ‘beta-testing’ period, with the aims of: (i) exploring and understanding the capabilities and potential of the tool in its current state, and (ii) identifying and prioritising potential improvements and enhancements. 

1.3 
As part of the beta-phase, the tool is being provided to selected users on the basis that they understand its nature and level of development; and so accept responsibility for judging how and where to use it. 

1.4 
The Partnership is very keen to work with and support these registered users in their work with the tool. We are also very keen to receive feedback and suggestions from their experiences with it. 

1.5
This purpose of this agreement is to: 

(i)  
Ensure that the registered user understands the nature of the tool and its level of development;

(ii)  
Specify the terms of use under which access to the tool is given

(iii) 
Agree a basic level of feedback, which the user will provide in return for access to the tool

1.6
Beyond the terms laid out in this agreement, the Partnership reserves all rights, not otherwise in the public domain, associated with the tool, its underlying principles, methodology and data.

2. Terms of Use

2.1 
A copy of the LET (V1.0) will be provided for sole use of the registered user. It must not be passed on to third party organisations (third party includes contracted organisations, e.g. consultants). The registered user may share data outputs from the tool, with third parties, but not the tool itself.   

2.2 
In using the tool, the registered user may work with colleagues within their own organisation, providing they, as the registered user, take responsibility for ensuring that provisions in 2.1 are met.

2.3
The registered user acknowledges that all intellectual property rights in the LET are owned by or licensed to the LES Partnership and that he or she shall have no rights in or to the LET other than the right to use the LET set out in this agreement.

2.4
The registered user herby agrees to assign to the LES Partnership all intellectual property rights in any feedback provided to the LES Partnership in accordance with this agreement.

2.5
The registered user undertakes that he or she shall not misuse, modify or jeopardise the integrity of the LET.

2.6
The registered user shall not resell or commercially exploit the LET, nor shall the registered user develop or produce any system substantially similar to the LET.

2.7
Requests received from third parties for access to the tool should be directed to the LES Partnership.

2.8 
The trial period is anticipated to last 6 months. This may be shortened or extended by decision of the Partnership. Users must return or destroy all copies of the tool in their possession at the end of the trial period, if requested to do so.

3.  Provision of feedback

3.1 
The user agrees to complete three feedback questionnaires. Each will take approximately 20-30 min to complete. These will occur with 1 month, 3 months and 6 months respectively of registering as a user.

3.2 
The user also agrees to provide at least one case study demonstrating their practical use of the tool. A template will be provided to capture the relevant information. Completing the template/case study write up should take no longer than 30 minutes (i.e. not including the analysis using the tool itself). Information requested is likely to include summary of:  (i) background/context, (ii)  aims of analysis, (iii) tool inputs  and assumptions, (iv) data outputs, (v) how the data was used, including any decisions/outcomes arising, (vi)  additional user comments/evaluation of the analysis and tool.
